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KET, PET and FCE for Schools

For candidates of school age
· A new version of KET, PET and FCE  for candidates of school age;
· Context and situations more appropriate for younger candidates;
· Exactly the same level linguistically as the original KET (A2), PET (B1) and FCE (B2);
· Exactly the same fee per candidate;
· The certificate will say the same as the KET, PET and FCE certificate with no reference to the for schools option;
· New extended certification applies to traditional KET, PET, FCE and for schools so candidates who narrowly fail with marks will receive a certificate saying they have reached A1 or A2 or B1 level.    
Some Frequently Asked Questions
· Are the ‘for schools’ tests easier?
 No, they are exactly the same language level as the traditional versions of the exams- only the situations and topics are slightly different to suit a younger age group  
· Can an 18-year old take the ‘for schools’ test?
Yes, there is no upper or lower age limit  
·  Can a 14-year old do the traditional test?  Yes, again there is no upper or lower age limit
· Could a 20-year old take the for schools tests? Yes, but it wouldn’t be very appropriate in subject matter or situations dealt with. 
· Can a 10 year-old do KET? Yes but Flyers would be more appropriate
· Can private candidates take the for schools tests? Yes
· Can school candidates take the traditional versions of the tests? Yes
