In this photo, I set the table with both food and sewing items such as spools of thread, pin cushions, 
pins, scissors, ribbons,  tailor's measuring tape, fabric scraps,  buttons, needles, stuffing cotton. The 
sewing set is mixed with the food to indicate that in some countries around the world, like Italy, we 
sometimes buy and consume items of clothing  with the same rapid avidity with which we buy and eat 
food. Moreover, by combining "fast fashion" with "fast food," the title draws a parallel between the two 
industries, implying that both involve rapid consumption and disposal. 
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
